On March 11, 2010, the Government of Canada ratified the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) at the United Nations. Canada pledged to be governed by the CRPD, the newest international human rights treaty which boldly articulates a human rights framework for addressing the exclusion and lack of access people with disabilities have encountered in Canada.

Now, as Canada has ratified this historic document, we must begin to consider how to effectively implement and monitor its provisions.  The first part of our celebration will feature presentations from Dr. Marcia Rioux, Ph.D, Disability Rights Promotion International (DRPI) and Steven Estey of the Council of Canadians with Disabilities (CCD).
